RULES, POLCIES AND REGISTRATION GUIDELINES

Filling out forms is not a task that is liked by many, but it is a very important part of ensuring the success of the Jamborette. The more detailed and accurate information we have, the better will be the experience of the scouts, leaders and organizing committee.

INFORMATION TO PARTICIPANTS:
(1) Medical Coverage: 
It is the responsibility of overseas participants to ensure that they have adequate medical coverage.

It is the responsibility of the individual to bring all required medications and instructions to camp with them.

(2) Liability Insurance:   
Scout groups registered with Scouts Canada will not require additional insurance and will be covered by Scouts Canada’s insurance policies. Any group that is not a member of Scouts Canada would be required to supply a Certificate of Insurance for an amount of Can$2,000,000 naming “Scouts Canada – Blue Springs Scout Camp” as an additional insured for the dates of the camp. Since scout groups of some countries are self-insured and do not have an insurance provider, they would have to provide a letter from their Scout organization that their organization is willing to provide them Can$2,000,000 coverage.

(3) Scouts Canada Adult Screening Policies:    
All adults who work for Scouts Canada or who are registered members are required to undergo an extensive screening process to comply with Scouts Canada’s Child Protection Policies. Adults visiting from other countries are required to prove membership of their National Scout Associations with a national membership card as well as travel approval for the group from their National Association.    

(4) Scouts Canada’s Alcohol Policies:
There shall be no alcohol or recreational drug/substance consumed or made available on any Scout Property … owned or leased. There shall be no alcohol or recreational drug/substance consumed or made available during any “Program” activity. “Program activities” can include meetings, camps, hikes, or training programs. No person shall consume alcohol or any other recreational drug/substance within a time frame, which would negatively affect their ability to carry out a duty of care. There shall be no exclusion of youth from any scouting activity so alcohol or recreational drugs/substances may be consumed by adult members.     

(5) Payment of Fee:
The camp fee is Can$180.00 for each “Local” scout member who will come by their own arranged transportation, and with their own full camping gears, and Can$250.00 for each “Overseas” (including out-of-province) scout participant who requires the Chinese Scouters Association to provide tents, cooking equipments, fuel by patrol (per 6 persons) as well as local transportation to and from the campsite. If participants decide to withdraw the application within 60 days after the first payment, they are eligible to have a refund less $75.00 administration fee.

The first payment is due when you send in your Application to Register. A Unit Registration Number will be issued by the DJ Registrar upon receiving the Application to Register – UNIT Part 1.    

Fill in the registration form “Application to Register – UNIT Part 2”. Attach the following and mail to DJ Registrar before May 4, 2012 (i.e. three months prior to the Jamborette). Please make sure you keep copies for future references.

(1) 2nd payment
(2) Fitness Certificate for each scout and leader
(3) Food Form and Medication List for each scout and leader 
(4) Consent Forms, where applicable, for each scout
(5) Include your DJ Registration Number on the cheque, money order and any attached forms and correspondence
(6) Group Liability Insurance Form

On arrival at the Blue Springs Scout Reserve, check in at your Sub-Camp Headquarters. Give the Sub-Camp Chief a copy of your UNIT – Part 2 Registration Form. Please ensure that any updates to your form since first submitted are included in detail on this form. Please bring the Fitness Certificates, Consent Forms and Medication Lists for any last minute substitutions.

It is also highly recommended that participants bring a small amount of Canadian currency for the following:
(1) off-site activities (details will follow)
(2) extra souvenirs
(3) pocket money

REGISTRATION NUMBER:
The Unit Registration Number will be issued by the DJ Registrar immediately after the Application to Register – UNIT Part 1 is received. The number consists of 2 digits and an asterisk. The asterisk will be removed when all fees are paid and all registration has been completed and as required. This number should be committed to memory, as it is the link between your Unit and the DJ Database, where all of the valuable information will be stored. The Registration Number is to be put on all cheques, money orders and correspondence.

REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS:
1. Youths 	The Jamborette is for duly registered members of a recognized Scout organization and from age 11 upwards (cubs who will go up to scouts in the summer of 2012 will also be accepted).  

2. Leaders	(1) Leaders that are members of Scouts Canada must have completed Volunteer Screening, have an acceptable Police Record Check dated no earlier than September 2009 on file with their Council, and be duly registered.

	(2) Leaders that are members of a recognized Scout Organization other than Scouts Canada are required to prove membership of their National Scout Associations with a national membership card as well as travel approval for the group from their National Association.

3. Unit	Leaders must meet the age requirements for Troop Leadership as 
    Membership 	outlined in Scouts Canada By-Laws, Policies and Procedures. That
    Team	 is, one leader must be an adult.    
  

ARRIVAL:
The earliest you can arrive at Blue Springs Scout Reserve is 9:00 am on August 4, 2012. The first meal provided for the Units will be lunch on August 4, 2012. So if you arrive early, you need to bring your unit’s food.  	 

All units arriving at Jamborette site should follow road signs and directions given by traffic control personnel and go directly to the DJ parking lot and store their vehicles there. The DJ security staff will NOT patrol it on a regular basis. Vehicles and contents will be left at owner’s risk. The cost for parking in this facility is included in the registration fee. Parking cost incurred at other locations is borne by the individual.

On arrival at Blue Springs Scout Reserve, you will be directed by DJ staff to your Sub-Camp. At your Sub-Camp, present a copy of your Application to Register – Part 2 Form to the Sub- Camp Administrative Team. They will check you in and direct you to your assigned campsite.

SUB-CAMP ASSIGNMENTS:
Blue Springs Scout Reserve has three Sub-Camps for the Units. Early on in the registration process, the DJ Registrar will assign each Unit to a Sub-Camp. Opportunity is given on the Application to Register – UNIT Part 1 to make ONE request to camp beside one other specific Unit. Be sure that this is filled in.

DEPARTURE:
All Units must leave the Blue Springs Scout Reserve by 2:00 pm on August 9, 2012. Any exception must have prior written approval from the Dragon Jamborette Camp Chief.
